2. DEMONSTRATION OF REGIONAL COORDINATION 

To successfully complete this section, applicants must provide: 

A. Coordinated Entry System (CES) Information 

For Large City and County applicants: 
1. How do you coordinate with your CoC’s CES? 

a. The City of Los Angeles (City) coordinates with the Los Angeles 
County Coordinated Entry System (CES) as follows: 

1. The CES Policy Council, the body that sets the policies and 
procedures for the CES, includes representatives from the 
City’s Housing and Community Investment Department 
(HCID); 

2. All City-funded Permanent Supportive Housing (PSH), 
including, but not limited to PSH built with capital funding from 
Proposition HHH General Obligation bonds, is leased 
according to the CES matching process; 

3. The City provides funding support for the CES, including: 
• Regional Coordination; 
• Rapid Rehousing programs; 
• Year-round and Winter Crisis and Bridge Housing for 

families, singles, and youth; 
• Navigation Centers; and 
• Homeless Engagement Teams 

4. The City, in cooperation with the County of Los Angeles, funds 
operating costs for the Los Angeles Homeless Services 
Authority (LAHSA), the lead entity for the Los Angeles 
Continuum of Care (LA CoC), which oversees the Los Angeles 
County CES. 

2. What, if any, are your jurisdiction’s current challenges related to CES, and how 
do you plan to address these challenges? 

a. The CES is an effective tool for assessing and prioritizing resources 
targeted for people experiencing homelessness according to their 
vulnerability. The City of Los Angeles, however, is challenged by an 
extremely tight housing market. This lack of inventory results in 
increasing rents and limited affordable units in the private market for 
rapid rehousing and/or rental subsidies. This results in a much greater 
need than the CES can meet. 

To address these challenges, the City signed a Memorandum of 
Understanding (MOU) with the County of Los Angeles and the 
Housing Authority of the City of Los Angeles (HACLA) to ensure that 
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the 10,000 affordable and supportive housing units that are planned 
and under construction with support from Proposition HHH have 
funding for supportive services through County Measure H and 
HACLA-supported rental subsidies. The MOU states that all of these 
units will be matched through the CES. 

Additionally, the City funded new prevention and diversion programs 
with State funding through the Homeless Emergency Aid Program 
(HEAP) to assist households to quickly resolve their homelessness. 

While permanent housing units are under construction, the City is also 
significantly increasing the number of interim housing beds Citywide 
through the A Bridge Home program. To date, 1,450 beds have been 
funded in 19 facilities Citywide, with an additional 12 facilities with 892 
beds in the planning phase. 

3. How do you promote the utilization of your CES? 
Specifically, what outreach do you conduct to ensure all individuals experiencing 
homelessness in your jurisdiction, including those with multiple barriers, are 
aware of the CES assessment and referral process? 

a. As discussed in Section 2.A.2, the PSH properties that receive capital 
funding from the City, through Proposition HHH or other sources, are 
required to be leased according to the CES matching process. 
Further, the majority of City-funded homeless services are 
implemented through LAHSA, the LA CoC lead, which requires all 
service providers to ensure clients have access to housing resources 
and service referrals available in the CES. 

B. Prioritization Criteria 
1. What are the criteria used to prioritize assistance for people 

experiencing homelessness in your jurisdiction? 
a. Upon assessment using the CES Survey Packet (i.e., the VI-SPDAT 

for adults, the VI-FSPDAT for families, the Next Step Tool for youth, 
or the J-SPDAT for justice-involved individuals), CES Lead Agencies 
enter participants into the Community Queue, a list maintained in the 
Homeless Management Information System (HMIS), in accordance 
with the Prioritization Order Table. The Prioritization Order is based 
on acuity level, subpopulation (i.e., adults, families, and youth), acuity 
score range, length of time homeless, and, if applicable, high-risk 
determination from case conferencing. 

2. How is CES, pursuant to 24 CFR 578.8(a)(8) used for this process? 
a. Matchers manage the Community Queue to ensure the accuracy of 

assessment information, that prioritized CES participants are active in 
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the system, and that housing preferences are identified. This allows 
matchers to maintain a validated list of persons who can be matched 
when permanent housing resources become available. 

In alignment with 24 CFR 578.8(a)(8), CES policies also address the 
needs of individuals and families who are fleeing or attempting to flee 
domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking but who 
are seeking shelter or services from nonvictim homeless service 
providers. Specifically, according to LAHSA’s Housing Protections 
Under the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) policy, all LAHSA-
contracted permanent and transitional housing providers, regardless 
of funding source, must establish procedures and protections for 
participants experiencing domestic violence, dating violence, sexual 
assault, and/or stalking. LAHSA has also extended these protections 
to individuals experiencing human trafficking, which is beyond VAWA 
requirements. 

C. Coordination of Regional Needs 
1. How have you coordinated with your partnering CoC, large city (if 

applicable), and/or county to identify your share of the regional need to 
address homelessness? 
a. In order to assess the need for homeless services in the LA CoC, the 

City and County jointly fund the LA CoC Greater Los Angeles 
Homeless Point in Time Count (PIT Count), administered by LAHSA. 
While HUD requires the PIT Count to be conducted only in odd-
numbered years, the City and County fund LAHSA to conduct the 
count annually for the LA CoC. In odd numbered years, all four CoCs 
in the County (Los Angeles, Glendale, Pasadena and Long Beach) 
conduct homeless counts and LAHSA compiles the data for all four 
CoCs to produce a Countywide number. 

2. What is your identified share of this need, and how will the requested 
funds help your jurisdiction meet it? 
a. According to the 2019 PIT Count, the City of Los Angeles represents 

62 percent (36,300) of the total number of people experiencing 
homelessness Countywide (58,936). 75 percent (22,221) of people 
experiencing homelessness in the City are unsheltered. The number 
of youth experiencing homelessness increased by 18 percent in 2019. 

The City’s proposed HHAP funding categories allocate $50,382,313 
to support the City’s A Bridge Home program, which is building more 
than 2,300 new interim housing beds Citywide to address the 
immediate needs of unsheltered people experiencing homelessness. 
Other City HHAP categories are proposed to support hygiene services 
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and other programs for unsheltered populations in Skid Row 
($6,000,000) and Citywide ($8,000,000), prevent persons from 
becoming or staying homeless ($25,806,480), support permanent 
housing solutions ($10,358,117), serve youth experiencing 
homelessness ($8,786,215); and support the administration of HHAP-
funded programs ($8,229,375). 

D. Creating Sustainable, Long Term Housing Solutions 
1. How is your jurisdiction involved in the efforts to create sustainable, long-

term housing solutions for people experiencing homelessness across 
your region? 
a. In addition to funding approximately 10,000 new units through 

Proposition HHH, the City is implementing the following policies and 
programs to promote affordable and supportive housing development 
and increase the supply of interim housing beds while new permanent 
units are developed: 

1. Affordable Housing Trust Fund 
The City’s Affordable Housing Trust Fund (AHTF) creates 
affordable rental housing for low- and very low-income 
households by making long-term loans for new construction or 
for the rehabilitation of existing residential structures through 
an open competitive Call for Projects process. In Fiscal Year 
(FY) 2018-19, HCID financed 256 new affordable units and 
680 AHTF-financed units were completed and occupied. 

2. 222 Pledge 
In March 2018, the City Council adopted a resolution pledging 
each off the 15 City Councilmember’s support for a minimum 
of 222 new units of supportive housing in their respective 
Council Districts during the first three (3) years of Proposition 
HHH implementation, in order to promote broad geographic 
distribution of PSH units. In support of this effort, the United 
Way of Greater Los Angeles created an online tracker to 
monitor each Council District’s progress toward this goal 
(https://everyoneinla.org/supportive-housing-tracker/). 

3. Transit Oriented Communities Guidelines 
The Transit Oriented Communities (TOC) Affordable Housing 
Incentive Program was created through Measure JJJ, which 
voters approved in November 2016. The program provides 
development incentives such as additional density to projects 
located within a half mile of state-defined major transit stops 
that set aside a required amount of units as affordable 
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housing. The Department of City Planning has been 
processing applications under these guidelines since April 
2018. As of September 2019, there are 22,318 units at various 
stages of development within this program, 4,603 of which are 
affordable. 

4. Affordable Housing Linkage Fee 
The City Council adopted the Affordable Housing Linkage Fee 
(AHLF) on December 13, 2017. The fee is charged to new 
development and used to fund affordable housing within the 
City as outlined in AHLF expenditure plans. The first AHLF 
expenditure plan, totaling $5,347,969, was approved by the 
Mayor and Council on October 15, 2019. 

5. Permanent Supportive Housing Ordinance and Interim Motel 
Conversion Ordinance 
The Mayor and the City Council adopted a PSH Ordinance on 
April 11, 2018. This ordinance is designed to reduce PSH 
project costs and development timelines by creating a by-right 
approval process, increasing density allowances, reducing 
parking requirements, and eliminating other barriers to PSH 
development. 

6. Interim Motel Conversion Ordinance 
The Interim Motel Conversion Ordinance was adopted by the 
Mayor and City Council on April 11, 2018. This ordinance 
establishes a process to allow the temporary use of motels 
and hotels for supportive and transitional housing for people 
experiencing homelessness without requiring a change of 
use. Motel or hotel owners may take advantage of this 
flexibility by master leasing their property to a PSH operator 
for a minimum of 10 years. 

7. The A Bridge Home Program 
The A Bridge Home Program, discussed in section C.2., will 
create thousands of new interim housing beds, operated 
according to trauma informed care principals, and designed to 
reduce barriers for unsheltered people experiencing 
homelessness to access services and begin the process of 
obtaining permanent housing. 
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All City homeless programs, including Proposition HHH, are 
implemented in coordination with the CES. The City annually allocates 
funding to LAHSA to support CES implementation and ensure that it is 
an effective tool for allocating permanent housing resources.

expected to be spent in FY 2019-20. The full amount of the 
Proposition HHH bond authority is $1,200,000,000.

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2. How are these resources integrated or coordinated with applicants 
from overlapping jurisdictions (i.e. CoC, large city, and/or county)? 

a. The following discusses which of the resources described in Section 
3.A.1 are integrated and coordinated with the County of Los Angeles 
and LAHSA, the LA CoC lead entity. Both the County and LAHSA are 
HHAP applicants. 

1. City General Fund: 
• Of the $106,395,876 allocated from the City’s FY 2019-20 

Adopted Budget, $20,780,016 was provided for programs 
that are jointly funded with the County of Los Angeles and 
carried out by LAHSA and/or City Departments. These 
include LAHSA administration ($3,224,664), the Annual 
Homeless Point-in-Time Count ($750,000), matching funds 
for the CoC Coordinated Assessment ($59,883), CoC 
Planning Program Grant ($156,250), CES Crisis and Bridge 
Housing for Families, Singles, and Youth and Rapid 
Rehousing for Families ($10,726,609), CES Regional 
Coordination ($700,000), HMIS Cash Match ($405,888), the 
Shelter Program ($1,756,722), and the Los Angeles 
Regional Initiative for Social Enterprise (LA:RISE; 
$3,000,000). 

3. HEAP: 
• As noted in Section 3.A.1, HEAP funds in the FY 2019-20 City 

Homeless budget represent the amount of funding expected 
to be spent during that fiscal year ($36,000,000). Funds 
described below represent total City HEAP commitments that 
are the coordinated with the County and LAHSA. 

1. $51,079,797 in HEAP funding has been allocated for the A 
Bridge Home Program. All A Bridge Home programs are 
operated under service contracts administered by LAHSA. 
Additionally, the City and County are jointly funding 
operating costs for 600 A Bridge Home beds for three (3) 
years. The County funds $50/bed/night at these sites and 
the City funds $10/bed/night. The City also pays all 
construction costs for these sites. 

2. The City also collaborates with LAHSA to implement a large 
portion of the HEAP Program. $24,435,357, (29 percent) of 
the City’s $85,013,607 HEAP allocation is being 
implemented through service contracts administered by 
LAHSA. Of this amount, $14,560,888 is for contracts with

operators of A Bridge Home sites, and $9,482,814 is for 
other homeless services programs, including $540,000 to 
supplement an allocation of LAHSA’s HEAP funds for 
homelessness prevention and diversion. 

4. Proposition HHH: 
• As discussed in Section 2.A.2, Proposition HHH funding is 

closely coordinated with the County of Los Angeles. The 
County has committed through an MOU with the City and 
HACLA to provide funding for supportive services in every 
Proposition HHH supportive housing unit with County Measure 
H revenue. 

5. CDBG and ESG: 
• All CDBG and ESG funds allocated for homelessness 

($9,719,611) are implemented in collaboration with LAHSA. 

3. What gaps currently exist in housing and homeless services for 
homeless populations in your jurisdiction? 

a. The following gaps in housing and homeless services exist for 
homeless populations in the City of Los Angeles: 

1. Interim Housing and Services to for Unsheltered People 
experiencing Homelessness 
In 2019, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban 
Development (HUD) reported that the State of California had the 
largest percentage of unsheltered people experiencing 
homelessness (71.7 percent) in the United States. At 75 percent, 
the rate of unsheltered homelessness in the City of Los Angeles 
exceeds that of the State. The City has a significant gap in the 
shelter and navigation center beds for our unsheltered 
population, as well as services to address the immediate needs 
of people who live on the street. 

2. Skid Row 
More than 13 percent (2,738 individuals) of the City’s homeless 
population lives in the Skid Row area of downtown Los Angeles. 
This amounts to a density of 2,737 unsheltered persons per 
square mile in the 0.6 square mile area of Skid Row, compared 
to 54 unsheltered persons per square mile, Citywide. 
Concentrated resources are needed to address the unique 
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needs of this community. 

6. Resources to Prevent Homelessness and Divert People 
experiencing Homelessness from Shelter to Permanent 
Housing 
LAHSA reports that 63 percent of people experiencing 
homelessness in the City in 2018 were homeless for the first 
time. Of these, approximately one-third had been homeless for 
less than a year. LAHSA further estimates that for every one 
hundred people placed into permanent housing, 103 additional 
people became homeless in 2018. More robust prevention and 
diversion programs are needed so that efforts to permanently 
housing people experiencing homelessness will not be 
overwhelmed by newly homeless persons entering the 
homeless services system. 

7. Inadequate Affordable Housing 
23.8 percent of renters in the Los Angeles Metro Area are 
severely rent burdened (paying more than 50 percent of their 
income on rent), roughly equal to 24.9 percent statewide, and 
significantly greater than 15.2 percent nationwide.1 Severely 
rent burdened household are most at risk of homelessness if 
faced with rental increases or other financial stresses. While 
Proposition HHH will add 10,000 new supportive housing 
resources for people experiencing homelessness who need 
ongoing supportive services in order to stay housed, additional 
supports are needed to stabilize households at risk of 
homelessness or rehouse households that have become 
homeless. 

8. Youth Experiencing Homelessness 
As discussed in response to Section 2.C.2, the number of 
youth experiencing homelessness increased by 18 percent in 
2019, compared to the City’s total 16 percent increase in 
homelessness Citywide. Additional resources are critical to 
addressing the specific needs of youth experiencing 
homelessness.

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B. HHAP Funding Plans 
1. Explain, in detail, how your jurisdiction plans to use the full amount of HHAP 

funds (including the youth set-aside) and how it will complement existing 
funds to close the identified gaps in housing and homeless services for the 
homeless population in your jurisdiction. 

a. The City’s seven (7) proposed HHAP funding categories were 
determined to address gaps in services described in Section 3.A.3. The 
Mayor and City Council approved the funding categories in the attached 
report (Attachment 3) on December 13, 2019. $50,382,313 will be used 
for A Bridge Home Capital. Specific HHAP-funded activities from the 
other funding categories will be determined according to the process 
described in the report. 

1. Category 1: A Bridge Home Capital - $50,382,313 
Funds in this category are reserved for capital costs to establish 
892 new interim housing beds at 12 A Bridge Home sites 
throughout the City of Los Angeles to meet the unmet needs of 
unsheltered people experiencing homelessness. Two of these 
sites are expanding beds available at existing A Bridge Home 
facilities. A list of sites and HHAP reservations is included in 
Attachment 3. These HHAP funds are needed to complete the A 
Bridge Home program, which has been previously supported by 
$86,138,234 from HEAP ($51,079,797) and the City’s General 
Fund ($35,058,437) for 20 A Bridge Home sites with 1,535 beds. 
The City will leverage County funds for services at these sites. 
This category is consistent with HHAP eligible use number eight 
(8). 

Demonstrated need for new Navigation Centers: 
a. The number of available shelter beds in the City of Los 

Angeles: 
i. 7,228 

b. The shelter vacancy rate in the summer and winter months 
i. Average vacancy rate in summer months 

(July/August 2018 + May/June 2019): 16% 
ii. Average vacancy rate in winter months (Dec 2018 

to March 2019): 14% 
c. The percentage of exits from the emergency shelters to 

permanent housing solutions: 19% 
d. Plan to connect residents to permanent housing: 

New A Bridge Home sites (navigation centers), including 
those that will be constructed or operated with HHAP funding, 
will provide low-barrier, enhanced, trauma-informed services 
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designed to assist residents to access permanent housing 
quickly, including, but not limited to: 

i. Assessment and enrollment of residents into the 
Coordinated Entry System upon intake; 

a. Based on these assessments, clients who 
need higher levels of care, such as 
assisted living, skilled nursing homes, etc., 
are quickly transitioned to these 
placements; 

ii. Enhanced case management services to address 
and overcome barriers to housing; 

iii. Field-based staff to take residents to appointments 
for benefits, identification, and other services to 
ensure readiness to be matched when housing 
resources become available; and 

iv. All A Bridge Home Operators participate in a 
learning community, which allows operator staff to 
learn CES and housing navigation best practices in 
real time to assist their clients to successfully obtain 
permanent housing. 

These services are designed to ensure that A Bridge Home 
facilities achieve the contractual goal of exiting at least 40% 
of clients to permanent housing placements annually, 
compared to the existing interim housing system’s 19% exit 
rate. 

2. Category 2: Skid Row - $6,000,000 
HHAP funds in this category will fund projects across all HHAP 
eligible uses that address the needs of the Skid Row 
community. This allocation builds on $20,000,000 in HEAP 
funds allocated for programs and projects in Skid Row, 
including hygiene services, water fountains, sharps disposal, 
property storage, interim housing, rapid rehousing, move-in 
assistance, and outreach services. 

3. Category 3: Prevention and Shelter Diversion to Permanent 
Housing - $25,806,480 
These funds will support programs in HHAP eligible use three 
(3) including eviction prevention and legal defense, problem-
solving, flexible funding and diversion programs, employment 
and workforce development, services for survivors of domestic 
violence or human trafficking, and operating costs for bridge 
housing facilities. These programs will continue and expand 
funds for prevention allocated in both the City and LAHSA HEAP 
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grants. 

4. Category 4: Rental Assistance and Rapid Rehousing and 
Permanent Housing - $10,358,117 
Funds in this category are provided for projects or programs in 
HHAP eligible uses one (1), four (4), and six (6). Anticipated 
uses include rental assistance and rapid rehousing programs, 
including shared housing models, motel vouchers, housing 
location and navigation services, housing case management, 
permanent housing, and shelter and services for survivors of 
domestic violence and human trafficking. These funds will 
supplement existing City efforts to address the lack of affordable 
housing in the City. 

5. Category 5: Category 2: Street Strategy, Outreach, Public 
Health, and Hygiene - $8,000,000 
These funds will be allocated under HHAP eligible use four (4) 
This category will address the gap in services for unsheltered 
people experiencing homelessness by continuing and 
expanding HHAP-eligible Citywide street hygiene services 
funded with HEAP funds ($5,344,161), including portable toilets 
with attendants, mobile showers, and specialized outreach 
teams. 

9. Category 6: Youth Experiencing Homelessness or At Risk of 
Homelessness - $8,786,216 
This set-aside will continue the City’s HEAP-funded work to 
expand housing opportunities for youth experiencing 
homelessness, or at risk of homelessness, including foster 
youth, transition age youth, and Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, 
Transgender, Queer, Intersex, Asexual (LGBTQIA+) Youth. The 
balance of the City’s required youth set-aside ($618,785) is 
reserved to establish 30 new bridge housing beds for youth in 
Category 1. 

10.Category 7: Administrative Costs - $8,229,375 
This category will be committed for administrative costs to 
support HHAP-funded programs. Once HHAP commitments 
have been identified, any remaining funds not needed to 
administer those programs will be reprogrammed to one or more 
of the other City HHAP categories.

The service provider that 
will operate each facility reviews the design and the City 
incorporates provider feedback before plans are finalized.

The Homeless Budget describes funding included in the Budget for the provision of housing and services to homeless 
individuals and families in the City. Items included as part of the Homeless Budget are funded within the individual budgets 
for the Los Angeles Homeless Services Authority (LAHSA), City departments, the General City Purposes (GCP) budget, and 
the Unappropriated Balance (UB). 

Proposition HHH (Prop HHH), approved by voters in November 2016, authorizes the City to issue up to $1.2 billion in 
General Obligation (GO) bonds to finance the development of permanent supportive housing, affordable housing, and 
facilities. Permanent Supportive Housing (PSH) units house chronically homeless and homeless households. PSH is housing 
combined with services, which may include mental and health services, drug and alcohol treatment, and education and job 
training. GO bond proceeds may also fund facilities that provide services to the homeless, such as service centers, health 
centers, shelters, storage, and shower facilities. Bond proceeds may only be used for “bricks and mortar (capital),” not 
operations or services. The 2019-20 Special Fund amount includes the total amount of Prop HHH funding proposed for PSH 
projects in the 2019-20 Prop HHH Project Expenditure Plan (PEP). Only housing projects which will start construction in 
2019-20 are included in the PEP. Prop HHH bond issuances require Council and Mayor approval. 

In addition to General Fund and Special Fund allocations included within the Adopted Budget, the State of California 
awarded the City of Los Angeles a grant of $85,013,607 in October 2018 under its Homeless Emergency Aid Program 
(HEAP), which was established by statute to provide localities with one-time flexible block grant funds to address their 
immediate homelessness challenges. These funds will be used to support A Bridge Home construction and operations, 
additional temporary housing beds, outreach teams, hygiene facilities, and other services throughout the City. 100 percent of 
HEAP funds received must be expended by June 30, 2021.

LOS ANGELES HOMELESS SERVICES AUTHORITY 
The Los Angeles Homeless Services Authority (LAHSA) is a Joint Powers Authority created and designated by the City and County of 
Los Angeles to act on behalf of both entities to address homelessness.  LAHSA is a direct administrator of publicly-funded homeless 
programs throughout the Los Angeles region.  LAHSA advises and participates in the framing of major public programs that affect 
people experiencing homelessness.

● Administration and Operations - In addition to managing and administering the 
programs noted below, the proposed funding will support LAHSA’s capacity to 
manage over $37 million in U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development 
(HUD) McKinney-Vento program funding for the City’s Continuum of Care (CoC). 

● Annual Homeless Point-in-Time Count – The U.S. Department of Housing and 
Urban Development (HUD) requires an annual census of those experiencing 
homelessness during the last 10 days of January for local jurisdictions to receive 
McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Grant funding. The census is a community-
wide effort, funded equally by the City and County, and made possible with the 
support of over 7,500 volunteers. 

● C3 Partnership - Skid Row – C3 (City+County+Community) is a partnership 
designed to systematically engage people and help them regain health and 
housing stability. This request includes funding for the Street Based Engagement 
Director at the Community Partner agencies and continue the contract with Los 
Angeles County Department of Health Services. 

● Centralized Training Academy – The Centralized Training Academy (CTA) is a 
countywide training and education resource that provides consistent access to 
training opportunities through different learning tracks relevant to staff working in 
roles that provide both direct and indirect services to individuals and families 
experiencing homelessness. Users include LAHSA staff, subcontractors, and 
government agencies. Funding provided for Trauma Informed Care in 2018-19 to  
support the training of City employees has been included in this expanded 
program. 

● Continuum of Care (CoC) Coordinated Assessment Match – This match funds 
the City's portion of HUD grant-funded administrative oversight, operation, and 
ongoing improvements to coordinated entry systems. An equal amount of funding 
is provided by the County of Los Angeles. 

● Continuum of Care (CoC) Planning Program Grant Match – This match 
leverages HUD grant funds and continues implementation of local strategic 
planning initiatives. An equal amount of funding is provided by the County of Los 
Angeles. 

● Coordinated Entry System (CES) Crisis and Bridge Housing for Families, 
Singles, and Youth and Rapid Re-Housing for Families – This program funds 
basic emergency shelter and case management services to offer a safe and 
secure shelter to families, men, women, and transition-age youth (18-24) who 
need shelter and access to showers and meals for a brief period (usually less 
than 30 days) before resolving the issues that caused their homeless episode. In 
addition to crisis and bridge housing, it also provides rapid re-housing for families. 
CES identifies the most appropriate intervention based on each client's needs and 
prescribes pathways to those interventions across all components of the 
homeless services system.

● Coordinated Entry System (CES) Navigation Centers – Partial year operational $ - $ 1,600,000 
funding is provided for three navigation centers in Council District 2, 8, and 15. 
These City-sponsored Proposition HHH-funded facilities are expected to complete 
construction and begin operation in 2019-20. Centers provide access to hygiene 
facilities (restrooms, showers, laundry), storage options, and case management 
services for individuals and families experiencing or  at risk of homelessness.

● Eviction Prevention and Homeless Prevention Services 
Budget and Finance Committee Report No. 133 
The Council modified the Mayor’s Proposed Budget by adding 
funding for eviction prevention and homeless prevention services. 
The Council must approve a policy and program before funds are 
spent. Combined with the Consolidated Plan allocation for Right 
to Counsel, a total of $3 million will be available for eviction 
prevention and homeless prevention services. 

● Homelessness Services 
Budget and Finance Committee Report No. 86 
The Council modified the Mayor’s Proposed Budget by 
recognizing 2018-19 savings ($2 million) within the Los Angeles 
Homeless Services Authority. These funds are set aside in the 
Unappropriated Balance to support showers, toilets, shared 
housing facilities, and Safe Parking program costs for homeless 
individuals. State funding is also anticipated to supplement these 
efforts. The City Administrative Officer and the Chief Legislative 
Analyst will reconcile 2018-19 funds at year-end and will report to 
Council with recommended changes to align revenues with 
program services. 

● Homeless Services Program – One-time funding in the 
Unappropriated Balance was provided in 2018-19 for various Homeless 
Services Programs. Funding for this item includes, but is not limited to, 
the following: (a) for Crisis and Bridge Housing; (b) Department of 
General Services costs to implement Crisis and Bridge Housing Fund 
programs; (c) Bureau of Engineering costs to implement Crisis and 
Bridge Housing Fund programs; (d) additional funding for shelter beds 
in Skid Row, and other areas experiencing homelessness; (e) funding 
for C3 Partnership Teams; (f) funding to expand Rapid Re-housing; (g) 
Trash Pick-up Pilot/"Clean Streets Clean Starts" Program; or, (h) HOPE 
Teams. 

● Midnight Stroll Transgender Café – One-time funding for the 
Midnight Stroll Transgender Café was set aside in 2018-19 in the 
Unappropriated Balance. Funding is to provide a safe haven for 
unsheltered transgender individuals between the hours of 9:00 pm and 
7:00 am. 2019-20 funding is provided in the General City Purposes 
budget, above. 

● Public Bathroom Access – Funding was provided in 2018-19 for the 
Board of Public Works to continue the expansion of public bathroom 
access for persons experiencing homelessness (C.F. 17-1092). This 
expansion included the Mobile Pit Stop pilot program, which operates 
at five sites and the Station Bathroom Attendants pilot program, which 
operates at three Automated Public Toilets. Funding in 2019-20 is 
being provided off-budget through the State Homeless Emergency Aid 
Program (HEAP) grant.

SUBJECT: Application for the State of California Homeless Housing, Assistance, and 
Prevention Program (HHAP) 

SUMMARY 

On September 18, 2019 the Council adopted a Homeless and Poverty Committee report 
instructing the City Administrative Officer (CAO) and the Chief Legislative Analyst (CLA) to 
report to Council with recommendations on the Homeless Housing, Assistance, and Prevention 
Program (HHAP) funding categories and take into consideration the Mayor's proposed 
categories, stakeholders comments, input from City Departments, and priorities from the Council 
Homeless Day hearing held on June 26, 2019 (CF: 19-0914). In addition, the Council instructed 
our offices to consider various funding requests raised during the September 4, 2019 Committee 
hearing including: shared housing, motel vouchers, safe parking, youth housing, eviction 
prevention, hygiene services, funding for areas with highest concentration of homelessness, 
programs for domestic violence, special populations and flexible funding. 

The State of California's Homeless Housing, Assistance, and Prevention Program (HHAP) is a 
$640 million block grant program designed to provide jurisdictions with one-time grant funds to 
support regional coordination and expand or develop local capacity to address immediate 
homelessness challenges. HHAP was authorized by Assembly Bill 101 and signed into law by 
Governor Gavin Newsom in July 2019. The City of Los Angeles anticipates receiving a HHAP 
allocation of $117,562,500. The application process for these funds is expected to be similar to 
the State's 2018 Homeless Emergency Aid Program (HEAP). 

In a separate action on October 11, 2019, the Council adopted a Homelessness and Poverty 
Committee report to support eight (8) proposed A Bridge Home (ABH) sites, instructed the CAO 
to work with the County of Los Angeles, the Los Angeles Homeless Services Authority, and the 
State of California to identify funding for additional ABH beds and instructed the CAO and CLA 
to consider allocating approximately $37 million for ABH Program when preparing 
recommendations for the HHAPP grant (CF: 19-1045). 
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This report outlines the recommended funding categories for the City's HHAP application, the 
funding process to allocate HHAP funds within these categories, and requests authority to apply 
for the grant as soon as the application period opens. In addition, this report recommends 
funding reservations or commitments to prevent delays in the construction or operation of new 
ABH, to provide support to administer this grant, and the repayment of Reserve Fund loans 
pending approval. All other HHAP funding will be recommended through the allocation process 
described in this report. 

RECOMMENDATIONS 

That the City Council, subject to approval by the Mayor: 

1. APPROVE the proposed funding categories and amounts for the City's Homeless Housing, 
Assistance, and Prevention Program application, which are further described in Table 1 of 
this report:

2. DESIGNATE the City Administrative Officer as the grant administrator for the Homeless

16. AUTHORIZE the City Administrative Officer to: 

a. Prepare Controller instructions or make any necessary technical adjustments, 
including adjustments to the names of the Special Fund accounts recommended 
in this report, consistent with the Mayor and Council action in this matter, and 
authorize the Controller to implement these instructions; and 

b. Prepare any additional Controller instructions to reimburse City Departments for 
their accrued labor, material or permit costs related to projects in this report 
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consistent with the Mayor and Council action on this matter, and authorize the 
Controller to implement these instructions. 

BACKGROUND 

The State of California's Homeless Housing, Assistance, and Prevention (HHAP) Program, 
administered by the Business, Consumer and Housing Agency (BCHA), will provide the 13 
largest cities in the State with $275,000,000 for immediate assistance to people experiencing 
homelessness. The State will retain five (5) percent of this amount for administrative costs, 
allocating $117,562,500 to the City. State-defined HHAP eligible uses include: 

1. Rental assistance and rapid rehousing; 
2. Operating subsidies in new and existing affordable or supportive housing units, 

emergency shelters, and navigation centers. Operating subsidies may include operating 
reserves; 

3. Landlord Incentives (including, but not limited to, security deposits and holding fees); 
4. Outreach and coordination (which may include access to job programs) to assist 

vulnerable populations in accessing permanent housing stability in supportive housing; 
5. Systems support for activities necessary to create regional partnerships and maintain a 

homeless services and housing delivery system; 
6. Delivery of permanent housing and innovative housing solutions (such as hotel and motel 

conversions); 
7. Prevention and shelter diversion to permanent housing; and 
8. New navigation centers and emergency shelters based on demonstrated need. 

Enforcement programs and sanitation clean-up costs are not eligible for this funding. A minimum 
set-aside of eight (8) percent of the grant must be used to meet the needs of homeless youth or 
youth at risk of homelessness. Administrative costs are capped at seven (7) percent of the grant. 
Fifty percent of HHAP funds must be obligated by May 31, 2023, and 100 percent of the funds 
must be expended by June 30, 2025. 

Housing First Requirements 
HHAP projects must align and comply with the core components of Housing First as defined in 
the State of California Welfare and Institutions Code $ 8255(b), which include but are not 
limited to: 

Tenant screening and selection practices that promote accepting applicants regardless 
of their sobriety or use of substances, completion of treatment, or participation in 
services 

Acceptance of referrals directly from shelters, street outreach, drop-in centers, and 
other parts of crisis response systems. 
Participation in services or program compliance is not a condition of permanent housing 
tenancy. 

Tenants have a lease and all the rights and responsibilities of tenancy, as outlined in 
California's Civil, Health and Safety, and Government codes. 
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Case managers and service coordinators who are trained in and actively employ 
evidence-based practices for client engagement, including, but not limited to, motivational 
interviewing and client-centered counseling. 

Services are informed by a harm-reduction philosophy that recognizes drug and alcohol 
use and addiction as a part of tenants' lives, where tenants are engaged in nonjudgmental 
communication regarding drug and alcohol use, and where tenants are offered education 
regarding how to avoid risky behaviors and engage in safer practices, as well as 
connected to evidence-based treatment if the tenant so chooses. 

Application Process and Timeline 
The City must apply for its $117,562,500 HHAP allocation. The State application period will open 
ten (10) business days after the 2019 Point-in-Time (PIT) Count is certified by the Department 
of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), which is anticipated no later than December 2019. 
The application period is therefore expected to open by January 1, 2020 and close on February 
15, 2020. 

Although similar to the HEAP application, the HHAP application requires more detailed 
information. According to HHAP guidance released in October 2019 the application will require 
a proposed budget with funding categories, letters of support from regional partners (e.g. Los 
Angeles County, the Los Angeles Homeless Services Authority) demonstrating regional 
collaboration, and a narrative including the following information: 

1. Summary of homelessness in the City of Los Angeles; 
2. Demonstration of regional coordination; 
3. Description of resources addressing homelessness; 
4. Discussion of City partners addressing homelessness; 
5. Description of existing funding to address homelessness; 
6. Solutions, or planning efforts, to address homelessness. 

The State will mail the City an award letter and standard agreement within 30 days of reviewing 
the City's application and deeming it complete. HHAP funds will be disbursed to the City within 
30 days of the City returning the signed Standard Agreement to the State. Based on this time 
frame, the City should receive HHAP funds no later than March 2020. 

Consistent with the HEAP grant, this report recommends that the Homeless Strategy Committee 
(HSC) be designated as the HHAP grant oversight body. It is also recommended that the CAO 
be designated the City's HHAP grant administrator, be authorized to prepare and submit the 
HHAP application, and execute the HHAP grant agreement with the State of California on behalf 
of the City. 

State Reporting Requirements 
The State will require HHAP grantees to provide annual reports with the following information: 

1. Specific uses and expenditures of HHAP funds broken out by eligible uses and the current 
status of funds. 
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2. The number of homeless individuals served by the program funds in the reporting year, 
and a total number served in all years of the program, including the homeless 
subpopulation served. 

3. The type of housing assistance provided and the number of individuals receiving each 
type of assistance. 

4. Outcome data for individuals served with program funds, including the type of housing 
that an individual exited to, the percent of successful housing exits, and exit types for 
unsuccessful housing exits. 

DISCUSSION 

Recommended Funding Categories 

The CAO and CLA reviewed over 135 comments that were received to align with the City's 
mmediate homelessness challenges, expressed Council priorities, public comment, service 
provider feedback, and existing programs and services. Attachment 1 provides a summary of 
the issues addressed by these comments. 

Based on this review, our offices propose the HHAP funding categories and funding amounts 
described in Table 1 below. Corresponding State eligible uses for each Proposed HHAP 
Funding Category are also provided for reference. We note that the State allows the City to 
reprogram within the categories if necessary.

Administrative Costs 
For now, the CLA and CAO recommend that the full seven (7) percent allowed for administrative 
costs be allocated to Category 7. Once all HHAP program allocations are determined, any 
remaining balance will be recommended for reprogramming to other funding categories. 

A Bridge Home Capital and Operating Funding 

Interim housing, such as the A Bridge Home (ABH) program facilities, is included in the State 
HHAP Eligible Use 8 (new navigation centers and emergency shelters). The State of California 
defines "Navigation Center" as a "Housing First, low-barrier, service-enriched shelter that 
provides temporary living facilities while case managers connect individuals experiencing 
homelessness to income, public benefits, health services, shelter, and housing." This definition 
aligns with the ABH interim housing model. $50,382,313 is recommended in HHAP Funding 
Category 1 to support capital costs for new and previously-approved ABH sites. 

Since the ABH program's inception, the City has allocated over $86.1 million for capital and 
operating costs for 19 A Bridge Home sites through June 30, 2021 (Attachment 2). In October 
2019, the City Council voted to support the implementation of eight (8) additional ABH sites (C.F. 
19-1045). Since then, four (4) more sites have been identified for feasibility assessment and 
deemed feasible. As a result, a total of 12 additional sites require capital and operating funding. 
One (1) of these will expand to add additional beds at an existing site, which will bring the ABH 
program to a total of 30 sites.

beds (C.F. 19-1045). These discussions are on-going. The County has agreed to fund 
operations for families in new ABH sites in Council Districts 1, 4, 5, and 9 with existing family 
interim housing funding. If the City's efforts with the County and LAHSA are not successful for 
individual interim housing funding, the CAO and CLA will report back on the HHAP funding 
needed for ABH services in March 2020. 

The County previously committed to fund 600 ABH beds for three years at a rate of 
$50/bed/night. The City provides an additional $10/bed/night, or $3,650 per bed per year, to 
subsidize Measure H funding for all the beds within the County's 600-bed commitment.

Of the $50,382,313 recommended reservation for ABH capital needs, we recommend 
$13,343,956 be committed at this time for the following costs:

Two (2) approved ABH sites under construction in Council District 11 need additional 
funding to be completed. These sites, and the funds needed are described as follows: 

. U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) West Los Angeles Campus - $3,000,163 
Increased costs for this site are the result of the final contractor bids being 
significantly in higher than the original estimates. The total revised construction 
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cost is $8,390,277. To date, $5,390, 114 has been approved for this project by the 
City ($2,890,114) and County of Los Angeles ($2,500,000).

Construction costs for this site have increased based on final construction bids.

Funds will be provided to Homeless Outreach Program Integrated 
Care Services through a contract with the Los Angeles Homeless 
Services Authority. 

3. Reserve Fund Loan Repayments - $5,469,000 
Reserve Fund loans are pending approval for immediate design and materials purchase 
costs for three (3) ABH sites: 

7700 Van Nuys (Council District (CD) 2) - $1,661,000; 
3428 Riverside (CD 4) - $1,465,000; and. 
12860 Aetna (CD 6) - $2,343,000. 

HHAP funds are recommended to repay these loans upon receipt of HHAP funding in 
2020. The Bureau of Engineering (BOE) will release Requests for Bids (RFBs) to identify 
firms to construct these facilities. When the RFB process is complete, the additional 
funding needed to construct these sites will be requested.

If the recommendations in this report are approved, the City will have committed $136,520,547 
to construct and operate 30 ABH sites, with 2,342 beds. If the County does not provide additional 
funding for individual beds, the annual cost to operate the 892 new ABH beds in Attachment 3 
's $16,204,971. After the County's three-year Measure H commitment expires, the annual cost 
to the City to operate all ABH beds would be $41,738,738. As such, our Offices recommend that 
the Mayor and City Council limit the approval of new A Bridge Home sites to the sites listed in 
Attachment 3. 

Administrative Costs to Implement the City's HHAP Grant 

$1,317,415 from HHAP Funding Category 7- Administrative Costs is recommended to add one 
(1) Administrative Analyst ($1,097,415) and for additional accounting support ($220,000) in the 
Office of the CAO through June 30, 2025 to implement the City's HHAP grant. The new position 
will be responsible for HHAP grant administration, including quarterly reporting to the HSC, 
Mayor and Council, annual reporting to the State of California, ongoing expenditure tracking, 
facilitating required financial transactions, and ensuring compliance with State HHAP Program 
regulations and guidelines.
